· A Member will not condone advertising which is untrue, misleading, deceptive, fraudulent, falsely disparaging of competitors or which contains insincere offers to sell; nor, advertising which as a whole maybe misleading or result in misrepresentation by direct statement, inference or omission. 

· A Member will conduct business with strict adherence to the laws of the State of Washington and to business or professional codes existent for the particular business or profession, and in accordance with generally accepted business practices. 

· A Member will support the ideals and goals of the Eastside Business Association as well as support the Eastside Community as a whole, in a constructive and positive manner. Failure to do so is grounds for revocation of membership. 

· A Member may have their membership revoked if the said member has 3 or more unresolved complaints against them. The EBA will work with the member to help resolve the matter acting as mediator at no charge. All complaints made against a member must be reported to the EBA in writing.
